Actuality of research is the consequences of pandemic of COVID - 19 for perspective development of the state and system of the enterprise is described
in the article. Analysis of global changes and forecasts that expect the state after the pandemic of COVID-19 is given. In 2020 according to the forecasts
of the World Bank, International Monetary Fund the consequences of pandemic of COVID-19 will provide the recessions of the most countries, reduction
of increasing rates, increase of enterprises’ unprofitability, reduction of income per capita, decline of persons’ life quality. Millions of workers were brought
into the schedule of preservation of jobs with the support of the state. In many countries the amount of new possibilities for work is still remaining very low.
During 2019-2020 unemployment rate increased almost in every countries of the world. Reduction of economic activity had the affect on tourism, pas-
senger air travel, catering, their prospects are uncertain. On the prognoses of the World bank to the pre-virus level of economic indicators of the majority of
countries will be able to go back in 2023. The changes that took place in Ukraine due to the consequences of pandemic of COVID-19 from different parties
(negative and positive) are investigated. Negative consequences of pandemic of COVID-19, that destroy the economy of the state and the enterprise:
reduction of global capital; reduction of capital rising, decline of financial firmness of the enterprises to the terms of precarious existence; increase of the
level of unemployed persons; quality deterioration of studies; dereliction of global long-term connections of trade and supply. At the same time observed
positive tendencies for the development of the enterprise’s system when the crisis phenomena allow looking at possibilities and adaptation of business in a
new way, improving its new forms, development of new products and on-line services, work adaptation, personnel training. There are the same problems
in Ukraine, that in the whole world, unfavorable economic forecasts, increase of national debt, price and currency, increase of the level of unemployed
persons, problems with credit stretching by the International monetary Fund and other. The positive trend for Ukraine and system of the enterprise is the
increase of e-commerce market to the high indexes for the last decade.
